Classes 

Classes are held at a language institution chosen 

by WWSAP. Intensive classes in Spanish are 

offered at different levels, from beginners to very 

advance. All students will take placement exams, 

oral and written, to assure their correct placement.  

 

Lodging and Meals 

Students will live in middle-class homes. Board in 

the homes is good and food and water are sanitary 

and safe. Board includes breakfast and dinner. 

Around the school area there are many 

restaurants in which to have a light lunch. Most 

families will provide laundry service for a small 

fee.  

 

Eligibility for the Program 

Any person who has graduated from high school 

or who is 18yrs or older (whether or not presently 

enrolled in College) is eligible to enroll. If not 

18yrs, you need parent or guardian permission.  

 

Price Includes 

This includes tuition for 15-20hrs Spanish 

instruction at the language institution, course 

materials, weekly cultural activities, weekend 

excursion, round trip airport transportation and 

room & board (2 meals per day). Price doesn’t 

include: Round trip airfare, Application fee, tips, 

Baggage fees, transportation other than that stated 

above, lunches, travel insurance, college credit and 

personal expenses.
